The Ohio Revised Code requires that parents follow the district procedure each year in order to enroll their children in homeschooling.  That notification must include basic details, curriculum outline, materials, assessments, etc.  In addition, in order for a student’s homeschooling to be approved for more than one year, a yearly assessment of skills and learning must be submitted to the superintendent of schools.  You are receiving this notification because one or more of those documents have not been submitted.  According to Ohio Revised Code :3301-34, if these elements are not in compliance, the child is considered truant and the parent is held liable for failure to send.  

I am sure that there are some issues we can help you clear up before a court filing would be necessary.  

Please call me at (614) 753-4643 as soon as possible so that I can provide the proper information to the school authorities. Please remember that the laws of Ohio require compulsory education for all children from ages 6 to 18. We would like to avoid a possible Due Process hearing, Truancy Charges, and a Juvenile Court Referral.
